	Resources:
	A, My Name is Alice

	Lesson:
	· Read aloud A, My Name is Alice. 

· Point out and discuss the pattern of the book, particularly the use of names and first letter sounds.

· Determine that the class will write a book, following a similar pattern and using the names of the students in the class.

· Assist the students in establishing a pattern for the book.

· Write a page for each student in the class.  Assist the students in using words that begin with the same letter as the person named.

· Discuss any variations in letter sounds as they come up naturally in discussion.  (for example, Jesus and jaguar begin with the letter J, but represent different sounds.)   



	Extensions:
	· Establish individual class alphabet books.   Students can add pictures of their classmates to the appropriate page of their books.  Later, they can add magazine pictures that begin with the same sound.

· Dismiss students to various activities with a prompt similar to:  “Students whose names begin like lollipop can go out to recess.”
