	Lesson:
	· Read aloud the book Froggy’s First Kiss.
· Show actual valentines and read the messages.

· Negotiate a message to write.

· Demonstrate with each written addition where text should be placed on the paper.

· Note print placement with each rereading of the text with prompts such as, “Where do we begin reading?”  “Where do we go next?”
