Name chart

	Lesson:
	· Read aloud many alphabet books to students and encourage talking about letter names.

· Review students’ names on a class name chart, having students contribute letter names that they know in their name.

· Name and write the ABC’s one at a time as a key picture is displayed.

· Direct students to look at the class name chart as each new letter is written.  

· Talk about who has that particular letter in their name.

· Decide as a group how to arrange and display the letters in the classroom.

· Lesson takes place over several sessions.

	Extensions:
	· Make individual alphabet books using the same pictures from the interactive writing for reinforcement of reading letter names independently.
