Shared Reading Texts

	Lesson:
	· Re-read a familiar shared reading or interactive writing text.

· Locate and highlight different punctuation marks used in the text.  Remind students of the function or the various punctuation marks.

· Determine with students that the class will write a description of the different punctuation marks and their functions.  These will then be used as resources for the students during interactive writing and independent writing.

· Negotiate sentences with the students that name each punctuation mark, and describe each punctuation mark’s function.  Remember to use the children’s language when the sentences are written.

· Post the sentences, along with an enlarged version of each punctuation mark.

· Refer to these sentences frequently during interactive writing, to encourage the students’ understanding and independent use of the various punctuation marks.

	Extensions:
	· Encourage the students to use appropriate punctuation in their independent writing.  Prompt them to use this interactive writing as a resource.

· Continue to add different punctuation marks, as they are encountered in print.
