	My Little Sister Ate One Hare by

	Lesson:
	· Read aloud My Little Sister Ate One Hare, a hilarious counting book.

· Determine together that the class will list each of the items that the little sister ate in the story.  (The students can review number words and counting while also working on a specific phonics skill.)

· As the piece is being created, emphasize the initial consonant blends and digraphs in the words being written.  (The initial consonant blends sn, thr, shr and initial digraphs sh, and th can be addressed.)  

· As words that begin with these sounds are written, ask the children to brainstorm other words that begin with those same sounds.  Write the words on a magnadoodle, and underline the common beginning letters.

· On subsequent days, return to the interactive writing piece and hi-light the different blends using colored hi-lighter tape.  (Address only one blend or digraph each day.)  Again ask the children to brainstorm lists of words that begin with the same sound, but this time, interactively write their ideas on a list.

· Post the lists created in the classroom, and use them as resources for future writing activities.

	Extensions:
	· Create a literacy center focusing on initial blends or digraphs.  Have children search the available interactive writing pieces, shared reading pieces or independent reading selections for words that begin with the selected initial blend or digraph.  Have them list the words on a sheet of paper, and then read them to a partner.

· Use the text from the interactive writing to create a class book.  Allow the students to illustrate the book using paint or marker.

· Select shared reading pieces that contain the same initial blend or digraph being addressed.  Students can locate new words to add to their lists.
