	· Shared Reading for specific unit of study

· Highlighter tape

· Poster paper, markers, corrective tape

	Lesson:
	· Read a shared reading from any topic of study.
· Discuss any questions or points of interest that come up during reading.

· Explain that every sentence has a person, place or thing.

· Re-read Shared Reading one sentence at time, identifying the person, place or thing.

· Explain that each of these is a noun.

· Highlight each, using one designated color for each type of noun – person, place or thing.  (Continue to use this same color whenever identifying nouns.)

· Emphasize that each of these is a noun.  (If necessary, repeat this process using other shared reading until students are secure with understanding of nouns.)

· Interactively construct and write a definition for a noun.  Display this definition on a bulletin board reserved for sentence work.  (This should be an on-going project for the year.)

· Repeat the process outlined above with other parts of speech.  Assign specific colors for each.  (E.g.  verbs – red, nouns – blue, etc.)

· When reading future shared readings, identify and sort thematic words and important key words into parts of speech categories on sentence bulletin board.  (See “Study Skills” Interactive Editing Lesson)

· Interactively write a sample sentence for the sentence bulletin board.  Interactively write a label for each part of speech represented in the sentence.

· Using colored pencils, students independently write sentences, using designated color for each part of speech. 
· In pairs, edit sentences for correct spelling, punctuation, and meaning.  (E.g.  verbs – red, nouns – blue, etc.)



	Extensions:
	· Students write sentences with a specific focus.  (E.g. Use sentence bulletin board words and a classmate’s name to write a quote.)

· Students use sentence bulletin board words to write a topic sentence and ____ (number) of supporting details.  Organize sentences into a paragraph.

· Independently or in pairs, sort words by parts of speech.
