Text Comprehension


Art

Goal 

Students will use artwork to illustrate concepts and interrelationships among

concepts of a text they have read.

Basic Center

Materials

· A piece of completed interactive writing

· Paper (butcher, construction)

· Paint

· Paintbrushes 

· Clean-up materials

Preparation 

Teacher will:

· Plan, organize and construct a piece of interactive writing related to a unit of study with the class.

· Post finished interactive writing near the painting area.

Procedures

Students will:

· Read the completed piece of interactive writing.

· Paint pictures that correspond to the interactive writing as decoration.
Beyond the Basic Center

Additional Center Ideas:

1. Provide a variety of art materials (watercolors, colored chalk, pastels, India ink, clay, markers, crayons) for students to respond to a piece of literature or read aloud.

2. Teacher makes/duplicates individual books that have text only.  Students read each page and illustrate with stamps (rubber, sponge, student made, potato).  Upon completion, students reread personalized books to a partner.

3. Teacher and students share read a selection that has no pictures.  Discuss what kinds of illustrations are needed to assist the reader.  Students reread the text and create appropriate pictures using a variety of art mediums.  At a later time, attach art to the shared reading selection.

4. Through read aloud, shared reading, and interactive writing, study and discuss a famous artist.  At the center, students reread familiar material and create a rendition using the artist’s style.  Provide necessary art materials that best represent the artist’s medium.   

5. Provide students with a familiar script.  Working in small groups, students reread the script and determine the necessary props for a class presentation.  Using a variety of art materials, students create headbands, puppets, scenery, costumes and props, as appropriate.
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
