Additional Center Ideas:

1.   Provide text that has examples of dialogue (Reader’s Theater scripts, comic strips, stories).  Students will rewrite examples of dialogue onto sentence strips.  Students add quotation marks and commas by gluing elbow macaroni appropriately onto the sentence strip.  

2.  Have a picture.  One person dictates direction for other to draw.  Compare the finished products drawn to the actual figure.

3.  Caterpillar game for abc order. Prepare gameboard with letters written randomly.   Roll die and move to the letter.  The next player has to roll the die and decide whether it comes before or after the previous letter rolled in the alphabet.  Move gamepiece to the to a place on the gameboard.

4.  Prepare a Bingo-type game to reinforce vocabulary in a content area.  Make picture cards that relate to the content area being studied and write the corresponding initial sounds on the Bingo mats.  Students play in small groups with one child as the caller/checker while the others mark the cards.  Play until the entire card has been filled.
